Matthews joined the Green Bay Packers in 2009. In his first year with the team, he claimed 
the rookie record for most sacks in a season. In his first two years playing professionally, he 
has been honored as an all-pro; in fact, he was the first Packers rookie to earn a coveted 
spot on that all-pro team since 1978. After getting six sacks in the first two weeks of the 
2010 season, Matthews earned the defensive player of the month award. In the 
championship game, Matthews had three tackles and a forced fumble. After those defensive 
moves, the Packers never lost the lead, winning their 13th world championship title.  
 



Rodgers and Matthews are also both very active in the community.
